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The role of the orthodontist in the CLP team is mainly related to the concern about deviations in the individual long-term growth and development, and based on the ability to register, recognize, prevent and treat dentofacial and to some extent craniofacial deformities: 

1. Supervision of growth and development of the jaws.

2. Collection of standardized records.

3. Dentofacial orthopedics.

4. Decision on need of bone grafting.

5. Conventional orthodontics (straightening of the teeth).

6. Follow-up studies concerning growth and development.

7. Administration of non-orthodontic dental care.

The orthopedic/orthodontic treatment programme of Bergen CLP Team is based on periods of active, controlled, efficient treatment followed by intervals of effective fixed retention. The following options of different orthodontic treatment phases should be considered for the individual patient:

1. Presurgical maxillary orthopedics (0-3 months)?

2. Interceptive orthopedics (6-7 years)?

3. Alignment of maxillary incisors (8-9 years)?

4. Bone grafting of the clefted alveolar process (8-11 years)?

5. Conventional orthodontics in permanent dentition. (12-14 years). Always. 
6. Dental adjustments related to prosthodontics or orthognathic surgery (17-19 years)?

Thus, within the policy of a scheduled CLP treatment program, the status and need for further orthopedic/orthodontic treatment is a repetative process at different age stages  (in Bergen according to a check-list / hand-out).
