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Abstract

Premolar-extraction treatment with a multi-bracketed system and reinforced anchorage has been a common modality for correcting incisor crowding, Class II or Class III malocclusion in adult patients, because it had been very difficult to move the molars distally after full eruption of the second molars. However, following development of the temporary anchorage devices (TADs), the clinical strategies for malocclusions have drastically changed in adult orthodontics. The Skeletal Anchorage System (SAS), which utilizes miniplate is one of the techniques used in TADs. Miniplate is always positioned outside of the dentitions, so that it never disturbs the distalization of the molars. In addition, since the SAS enables simultaneous 3-dimentional control of the bimaxillary molars, open-bite which was a contraindication for previous distalizing appliances might be indications for SAS non-extraction treatment. This presentation will address how the non-extraction treatment using SAS biomechanics should be performed for correction of various types of malocclusions in adults.  
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
