Dento facial asymmetry can occur naturally in every person.  The etiology of asymmetry includes genetics, environment and functional deviation.  In diagnosing dento-facial asymmetries, a thorough clinical examination and radiographic survey are necessary to determine the extent of the soft tissue, skeletal, dental and functional involvement.

There are many treatment options for dento-facial asymmetries ranging from no treatment, orthodontic treatment, to combined ortho-surgical treatment.  Patient’s perception in facial esthetics plays a major role in treatment planning for each individual to achieve the most satisfactory result.
