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The form of occlusion established at the end of active treatment physiologically/naturally changes with the growth at post-treatment and jaw movement for maintaining long term occlusal stability if achieved restoration of the harmony of function in early stage of growth of treatment.

In this presentation, Dr. Kondo will show key factors which related to tongue, perioral, chewing and cervical muscle functions and establishment nose breathing to make long term stability based on her research of 120 cases including 40 years long term stability cases. 

She named her treatment method “Muscle Wins” and its active treatment time is short, and eliminates the patient inferiority complex at early stage of treatment, without putting strain on the patient by orthopedic force or orthognathic surgery.
