Growth Modification in Clinical Orthodontics – Fantasy or Reality?
In treatment of skeletal Class II and III malocclusion one of the treatment options often considered for 100 years in younger patients is growth modification.  In skeletal Class II many devices which aim to restrain maxillary growth and enhance mandibular growth have been presented in the literature.  When comes to skeletal Class III the aims are reversed, enhance maxillary growth and restrain mandibular growth.

This lecture aims to critically evaluate our own studies and the current literature in order to decide if growth modification is fantasy or reality.
