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Treatment of gummy smile has been regarded very hard to be corrected orthodontically. Gummy smile cases can be devided into 1) dento-gingival type, 2) muscular type, 3) short upper lip type, 4) skeletal type, 5) dento-alveolar type. This dento-alveolar type, which is caused by ‘excessive vertical growth and/or anterior protrusion of upper anterior dento-alveolar complex’, is a good indication of mini-implant treatment. The cases of this type are classified into three subgroups and cases of each subgroups will be presented. 
Three subgroups of the dento-alveolar type

1) Cases with vertical growth of upper anterior dento-alveolar complex – Case 1, 2, 3, 4

2) Cases with protrusion of anterior dento-alveolar complex without extrusion of upper posterior teeth – Case 5, 6

3) Cases with protrusion of upper anterior dento-alveolar complex and extrusion of upper posterior teeth – Case 7, 8
