Microimplants; promise to successful treatment.
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The advent of microimplants leads paradigm shift in orthodontic treatment tremendously. It has changed concept of anchorage from maximum anchorage to absolute anchorage, and from one-by-one tooth movement to group teeth movement. More importantly it has expanded boundary of orthodontic treatments. With this technique, we can decrease chance of orthognathic surgery even in skeletal discrepancy and choose nonextraction treatment instead of extraction treatment. 

Small microimplants can be placed between roots without serious complication with ease and by orthodontists or dentists. Therefore we can place the microimplants everywhere in the mouth where more than 3-4 mm of bone presents, for example, interradicular bone between roots of anterior and posterior teeth, palatal bone, retromolar area, maxillary tuberosity, chin, below anterior nasal spine.

Author will discuss treatment mechanics for bialveolar protrusion, mandibular retrusion, openbite and deepbite treatment and their treatment effects with case presentations.
