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Early skeletal Class III treatment has long been a controversy: whether the treatment is worth doing, whether it could be completed by only orthopedic/orthodontic approach or a subsequent surgical approach would be required anyway after growth has ceased.  Most untreated Class III patients show unpleasing facial profiles which have major psychosocial impacts on the patients. My experience of early skeletal Class II treatment has been quite positive. Those who were treated early showed improvement in facial esthetics, occlusion functions and stability which satisfy both the patients and me. Certainly, not all skeletal Class III patients are candidates for early treatment. Case selection, possibility and limitation of the treatment will be discussed together with case presentation.
