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Controlling anchorage is one of the critical aspects of orthodontic treatment. In situations where maximum posterior anchorage is required, especially in the maxillary arch, we are often dependent on the patient to supplemental fixed appliances with extra oral force.

This presentation will suggest rationale and various clinical situations that the miniscrews can be used effectively. In addition, the future prospects of miniscrew implants  will also be provided.
