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The decision for surgical correction or orthodontic camouflage of a malocclusion is largely dependent on the diagnostic considerations of an individual’s dento-facial anatomy.  Potential facial profile and occlusal outcomes arising from these two management approaches can be simulated prior to active treatment to facilitate decision making.  This lecture showcases the diagnostic and planning steps using conventional and digital records to test out various treatment options for malocclusions treated via orthognathic surgery or orthodontic camouflage.  A comparison of pre-treatment, simulated and final arch form and occlusion reveals how the maxillary and mandibular arches have changed under each of the two management approaches.
