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When we discuss about the orthodontic treatment, we devided the malocclusion into the three categories. Among them C-III malocclusion is the most problem case in our country. 

Especially, in C-III treatment, the orthodontist would be involved in the early treatment. 

Diphasic treatment philosophy have been adopted to patient with skeletal problem by most orthodontists in the world. 
At the early orthopedic phase(Phase I) in Class III malocclusion, two kinds of dentofacial orthopedic appliances are mainly used : functional appliances( Inclined plane, C-III activator, FRIII etc.), biomechanical appliances(Chin cup, Maxillary protraction appliance, R.P.E. etc.). 
If the anteroposterior discrepancies were corrected through this early orthopedic phase, we would try to obtain correct cuspal interdigitation in dentition with bracket appliances (phaseII).  

    I followed up the patients who had been treated through Phase I and Phase II to find out some guidelines for treatment planning and prediction of prognosis on growing patients with C-III malocclusion.
