Searching a simple approach to speed up tooth movement
To reduce the treatment time, orthodontists have invented various techniques including Accelerated Osteogenic OrthodonticsTM procedure, passive ligating brackets, mini-implant anchorage, and tissue engineering. This presentation will briefly review each approach then try to create a simpler application with comparable results.
