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Professor Rabie is also the Founder and Convenor of Biomedical and Tissue Engineering Research.  The Faculty of Dentistry, The University of Hong Kong.  In 1997, he became a Fellow of Hong Kong Academy of Medicine (Dental Surgery) and Fellow of College of Dental Surgeons of Hong Kong (Orthodontics); and obtained the Fellowship in Dental Surgery ad hominem of the Royal College of Surgeons of Edinburgh in 2005.
In addition, Professor Rabie is an Editorial Board member of the Journal of Dental Research Editorial Board as well as Orthodontics and Craniofacial Research.  He is a referee of the American Journal of Orthodontics and Dentofacial Orthopedics, reviewer of The Angle Orthodontists, Journal of Dental Research. International Journal of Connective Tissue Research, International Journal of Paediatric Dentistry, Gene Therapy and Honorary Editorial Advisor of Hong Kong Dental Journal.
He is an examiner in the Speciality of Orthodontics, the College of Dental Surgeons of Hong Kong; and examiner for the Conjoint Examination of the Royal College of Surgeons of Edinburgh.

Professor Rabie was awarded national and international awards.  He was awarded the Outstanding PhD Supervisor Award by the University of Hong Kong, and the Best Poster Presentation at the World Federation of Orthodontics in Paris in 2005.

He has supervised the research projects of 60 postgraduate students in PhD, Masters and advanced diploma level in Orthodontics.  

He published more than 260 articles, abstracts and book chapters.  He was invited to lecture on more than 60 different occasions in the USA, Canada, Europe, Africa and Asia.  He also gave many hands-on courses on adult orthodontics and esthetic dentistry, interceptive orthodontics as well as surgical orthodontics.
Bakr Rabie is a Professor of Orthodontics and the Postgraduate Programme Director in Orthodontics in the Faculty of Dentistry at The University of Hong Kong.  He obtained his Certificate of Proficiency in Orthodontics, Master of Science, and PhD from Northwestern University, USA.
