Abstract：
Patients with malocclusion often exhibit various degrees of facial deformity and 

mandibular shift.

It is important for professionals in lingual orthodontics to develop effective plans to treat these patients including those with TMD.

Treatment plans using set-up models are found the most effective in achieving patients’ 

ideal functional occlusion.

Ideal functional occlusion requires at minimum reconstruction of patient’s occlusal plane, establishing patient’s optimum mandibular position as well as optimum condylar position.

Therefore successful treatment plans and set-up models must meet above requirements for ideal functional occlusion.

It is important for professionals in lingual orthodontics to develop scientific as well as 

reliable treatment systems.

In this lecture, I describe a concrete example of such treatment system that is developed and practiced at our clinic.
